e Capacity building of CSR professionals

e Organi zing national and international sunmts on CSR

The concept of “responsibl e business” is now one of the core
nodul es in all PGDM programmes. The nodul e i ncl udes a nandatory
rural imrersion conponent (could not happen in the Academ c Year
2020-21 due to Covid' 19 induced disruption). This Experiential
Learni ng acquaints students with the nost conpl ex chall enges of
soci ety and enables themto develop a mnd set to bring out
sust ai nabl e sol utions while addressing the needs of comunities.

The Centre is al so engaged in conducting research on
sustainability and CSR and al so publishing articles, case studies
and books. The research papers have found place in high quality

i nternational journals.

Each year the Centre organi zes two national CSR events: A National
CSR Sunmt jointly with NHRD Network and Workshop on “CSR for
Agricul tural Devel opnent” in collaboration with the Nati onal
Institute of Agricultural Extension Managenent (MANAGE), an

aut ononous institute under the Mnistry of Agriculture & Farmers
Wl fare, Governnent of India. So far, six national CSR summts and
four wor kshops have been organi zed.

The Centre al so provides consultancy services to conpanies in the
area of CSR and Sustainability. The services include Baseline
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Survey and | npact Assessnent, Situation Anal ysis, Needs
Assessnent, Mnitoring and Eval uation, and Social Audits. Mjor
clients include corporate giants Iike JSW G oup, ACC Limted, JK
G oup, Epsilon Carbon Private Limted, NTPC, Nuclear Power
Corporation Ltd etc.

During the pandem c, while physical
neetings were not possible, the faculty was al ways accessible for
virtual interactions.

Second, each programme takes informal feedback about the course
progression throughout. On students’ requests, renedial/tutorial
cl asses are organi zed for those who need these.

Finally, a residential programme and essential group work
facilitates peer-to-peer learning in groups wherein students
support and try to leverage fromthe strength of each other. This
also facilitates a ot of |earning and catching up for slow
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| ear ners.

This was proving to be a handi cap because, a) the N RF rankings,
as well as b) the AACSB accreditation standards accorded a
significant wei ghtage to these outcones.

4. The Practice

Bl MTECH adopted a mul ti pronged approach to boost its research

out cones, including heavy incentives to nenbers who publish in
very reputed journals. The nost inportant was the policy to
recruit young faculty who were research driven and al ready had a
track record showi ng prom se. They were inducted in the research
track that prom sed them hi gher salary, substantial incentives,
and a | ow teaching commtnment. So far, we have recruited 9 faculty
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nmenbers under this schene. One problemwe are facing is that it is
proving to be a challenge to retain such people. W have al so | ost
three of these faculty to our conpetitors.

5. Evidence of Success
First, the intellectual contribution (IC) score, an index
devel oped by BIMIECH for its internal nmeasurenent, has risen from

1.29 in 2015-20 to 1.76 in the period 2016-21.

Second, BIMIECH s score in the RP conponent of NIRF rose from 9. 69
in 2020 to 12.37 in 2021.

6. Probl ens Encountered and Resources Required

BIMIECH is in a transition froma good busi ness school known for
teaching quality, to one that is also recognized for its prowess
for know edge creation.
